At the start of the Parish Council meeting 
on 8th July, Cllr Peter Downes advised 
that the public consultation on proposed 
improvements to the A14 is now closed. 
There will be a further review later in the 
year at which any effects on Grafham will 
be monitored, in particular it is possible that the turn-
ing off the A1 North leading to Brampton Lane will be 
closed off. 

Cllr John Morris talked briefly about changes at the 
District Council (DC) with the introduction of a new 
Senior Management Team and a strategic partnership 
with South Cambs. DC for the sharing of services to 
save money. Cllr Morris explained that the planning 
application in respect of Meadowground had been 
withdrawn because of a review of land assets which is 
to take place. 

The kitchen area of the village hall has undergone a 
complete refit and the Council are very pleased with 
the result. Cllr Al Watson project managed the refit 
and the Council thanked him for the excellent work he 
put in. Information was put before the Council con-
cerning the possibility of purchasing solar panels for 
the hall. However, an energy review of the hall has 
recently taken place and so any decisions on energy 
saving measures will be put off until the results of the 
review have been received. 

The Community Shop committee asked the Council to 
make an application for a non-material change to the 
planning permission received. This is required be-

cause the portacabin now 
on order is a different size 
to the original plan which 
means that the disability 
ramp and the air-
conditioning unit will also 
have to change.   

It seems that the changes to the street lighting in the 
village have gone reasonably well. Any issues raised 
with the Council were dealt with quickly and, we hope, 
satisfactorily. 

The footpath between Breach Road and Field Close is 
deteriorating into a very sorry state because of the 
difficulties in its upkeep. The issue will be discussed in 
depth at the next Council meeting in September when 
it is hoped to come up with a plan which will make the 
area far more pleasing to walk through! 

The idea of a ñfirst-responseò system for medical 
emergencies locally 
has been proposed. 
In a separate article 
in this issue you can 
see what this will 
mean to the village 
and how you can 
help if you want to.

The Grafham Gardener 
Shortly after moving to Grafham 
we realised the native soil was 
more suited to pottery than 
growing stuff. Digging with a 
spade was soon superseded by 
a mattock as the clay was set as 
hard as a rock through years of 

neglect. I guess we should have known given they 
could dig a big hole nearby, fill it with water and call it 
a reservoir. A few years and 12 tons of council com-
post later we can at least plant things, however the 
chance for digging is still limited to a few weeks of the 
year in the small window between too dry and too 
wet.  

Ants are another challenge. 
They are everywhere and hap-
pily farm greenfly which suck 
the life out of the roses, the 
chilli plants, the new beech 
hedge, even the honeysuckle 
has never really worked. The 
ants, however, do have a great bonus in that they 
attract a green woodpecker which, jumps around the 
grass as if wearing clown shoes lapping them up. 

And then there's the pigeons. Never has there been 
such an ungainly, silly bird that is just so prolific. Not 
only do they cause a mess everywhere, they also 
have a fondness for most varieties of fruit and vege-
tables that we attempt to grow. Our efforts at averting 
them so far range from dangling CDs from the 
branches of our plum trees (blowing in the wind by 
Bob Dylan of course!), to constructing tunnels from 
water pipes and covering with netting. Weôve had 
variable degrees of success so far.   

Every house we've ever bought has always come 
with a row of well established 40 
foot high Leylandii trees. So the 
chainsaw was fired up and we 
got them down. Even though we 
did upset some of the aforemen-
tioned pigeons suddenly the gar-
den was lovely and light, which 
gave us some chance of encouraging grass from the 
patch of green moss that had hitherto been masquer-
ading as a lawn. And we have the bonus of some 
firewood which has kept us warm on winter nights.
